Conditions and Guidelines for Japanese Poetry Competition Neat, legible presentation, one page per entry. Use paper clips not staples. Don’t put your name on your work, only on the entry form.

1. Entries must be the original work of the entrant, unpublished, not have won a monetary prize or be under consideration elsewhere.

2. Entry form essential. No limit to number of entries.  Enclose fee & an SSAE for results. (DL envelope please 110 x 220mm i.e. one that takes an A4 sheet folded in 3.)

3. Two copies of the entries must accompany entry form and fee.

4. Please keep a copy of your work. All entries will be destroyed after judging. Author retains copyright but we claim the right (if we choose) to publish winning and commended work on the Friendly Street website and in Friendly Street Publications.  

5. Prizes are based on literary merit.  Judges’ rulings are final and no correspondence will ensue. Prizes and fees are in Australian dollars.

6. Notification of winner and commendations (if awarded by the Judges) will be announced at the June meeting of Friendly Street posted on the Friendly Street website and notified by mail to authors who have provided a ssae.

HAIBUN:  Prose interspersed with haiku or tanka.  Written in present tense to give it immediacy and lightness, haibun recounts a journey, physical or spiritual, which allows the writer to celebrate the natural world or recognise a truth which helps them to resolve or delight in some aspect of the human experience. 

B
HAIKU:  Haiku is a poem in 17 syllables or fewer in which a perception of nature induces a subtle human response. The human observer does not intrude on the observation. Haiku in English is usually written in three lines and may better approximate Japanese haiku when written in fewer than 17 syllables.  Haiku is independent of western poetic devices such as rhyme and uses the natural flow of voice patterns and originality of expression to make its impact.  The first line is used in place of a title for reference.

C
HAIKU SEQUENCE: The Haiku Sequence comprises eight to eleven haiku on a chosen theme or narrative. There is no 'link and shift' between haiku such as is practised in renga. Sequences have titles. They are judged primarily on the stand-alone quality of the haiku.
